The Château de la Vieille Chapelle is a 12th century Romanesque 

chapel in the middle of 21 hectares of land, including a 7.12 

hectares vineyard directly bordering the Dordogne and located in 

the town of Lugon and the Île du Carney. 
 

Certified organic farming since 2013. 

 

The cuvée « Réserve » is a Bordeaux with silky tanins, red fruits 

aromas (blackberry or strawberry depending on the vintage), the 

roundness of the Merlot and the elegance of the Cabernet Franc.
